Imagine for a minute that a Wall
Street investment company has been
charged by the Securities and
Exchange Commission with rigging
the markets to benefit themselves.
Now, imagine for a moment that a
Las Vegas casino used loaded dice
and marked cards to make their edge
even more than it normally is.

What would happen to the casi-
no?

According to the state’s gaming
commission it would probably lose
its license.

Now, what happens when that
Wall Street investment company
owns 10.7% of Harrahs, 1.2% of
MGM Mirage and 1.2% of Station

Casinos?
So what will happen to Putnam

Investment Management which
has about $138.6-million of its cus-
tomers’ money invested in Las
Vegas gaming companies?

The answer is that it is a very
good question.

Putnam is not on the list of
approved investment companies
which must file an application with
the state’s gaming control board
when they gain an ownership inter-
est of 10% or more.  Neither is
Goldman Sachs which owns 10%
of Harrahs.

Putnam referred the questions
about the lack of a Nevada filing to
their corporate public relations
department which has not returned a

call to the Penny Press by our dead-
line.

Harrahs was unaware of the lack
of filings, but it appears that they are
not responsible for making share-
holders comply with the regulations.
When you exclude Kirk Kerkorian,
the Boyd, Hilton and Fertitta fami-
lies which own voting control of
their companies, Wall Street invest-
ment advisors and fund managers
are the biggest owners of Nevada
casinos.

The east coast mob guys can no
longer afford Las Vegas.  They don’t
have a half a billion in small bills to
invest.

Based on the most current
reports to the SEC, Fidelity
Management is the leading

investor in Las Vegas with close to
$689-million in five gaming com-
panies

Investment advisors and fund
managers account for $5.8-billion
out of a total market capitalization
of $14.3-billion of the eight
Southern Nevada  publically traded
gaming companies.  

Excluding the roughly $4.3-bil-
lion of market cap still held by
founding families, the remaining
$4.2-billion is held by individual
investors in much smaller amounts.

Gaming Control Board
Chairman Dennis Neilander told the
Penny Press that when the state leg-
islature decided to allow invest-
ments from public companies into
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gaming, there was an assumption
that the additional layer of federal
regulation from the Securities and
Exchange Commission would help
insure that Nevada laws wouldn’t be
compromised.

After the past two years, he con-
cedes that maybe that assumption
deserves a second look.

“It would have to be done by the

legislature,” said Neilander, “but
certainly that’s a legitimate ques-
tion.”

The state has a limit of 15%
ownership by registered investment
companies (mutual funds) or regis-
tered investment advisors (compa-
nies which hold stock for large
investors) before the management of
the investment company itself has to
apply for a license to own a casino,

but Neilander says that he has the
discretion to look at any large share-
holder with less than 15%.

Is that going to happen to
Putnam, based on the suit filed this
week by the SEC?

“We haven’t looked at it yet,”
said Neilander.

“We passed on Fidelity in 2002.
They have the right to vote and dis-
pose of their stock but not the right

to manage the company,” said
Neilander.

The flip side to this is that the
next time a publically traded casino
company does something you, as an
individual don’t like, there is some-
one else to complain to.

A Risky National
Defense Strategy

While industrial and military
self-sufficiency was U.S. policy for
more than two centuries, that policy
no longer exists. Instead, the U.S.
Government has elected, through
many uncoordinated decisions made
over almost two decades, to global-
ize the U.S. economy and its defense
industrial base.

Consequently, the U.S. manu-
facturing sector is rapidly hollowing
out. Basic and high technology
industries are shifting their produc-
tion, R&D, and now back office
functions to other nations. A host of
U.S. policies are encouraging these
shifts.

One consequence of this policy
shift and the resulting economic hol-
lowing out is that a large and grow-
ing portion of the manufactured

goods used in both the U.S. econo-
my and the U.S. defense sectors are
coming from factories based in other
nations. Over this past 30 months,
this has cost more than 2.7 million
U.S. manufacturing jobs.  More sig-
nificant, more than half of all mer-
chandise imported into the United
States, other than from Canada and
Mexico, now comes from factories
located in China and the nations that
immediately surround it.  China is a
communist nation and thus by defi-
nition not a reliable long-term sup-
ply of anything.

Another result is that as the U.S.
military increases its reliance on
readily available commercial tech-
nologies, it also increases its
reliance on suppliers located in other
nations. Moreover, many of these
components, particularly electron-
ics, are coming from China and the
nations clustered around it. The two
key policy questions this raises are
these: Would that long supply line
across the Pacific be secure in time

of war and are reliable alternatives
available? The answer to both ques-
tions is No.

Today, the United States
Government does not know the
source of many key components
used in its weapons systems.
Without that knowledge, the
Department of Defense cannot
assure the reliability of supply dur-
ing a time of prolonged warfare. 
Nor can the United States be assured
of the integrity of many items it is
putting into its vast system of elec-
tronic networks that underpin both
the domestic and military
economies. Increasingly, these net-
works rely on imported components
that are vulnerable to sabotage or
being modified to carry “Trojan
horse” programs and viruses that
could be used against the United
States in an information war.
Moreover, a number of sources
claim that China’s military doctrine
is to make a first strike at an adver-
sary’s information system. This is a

U.S. “Achilles heel.”
Ultimately, the key concern is

less that of the transfer of high tech-
nology capacities to China, which is
inevitable, but the hollowing out of
the US defense industrial base,
which is not. 

Today, our government seems
indifferent to this growing depend-
ency on China and the nations that
surround it for the products
American Soldiers, Sailors and
Marines need to defend us.  If we are
to remain secure in the future, this
policy must be changed.  An assured
defense requires assured sources of
supply.  The only way that America
can have assures sources is to have
the factories and technologies that
produce such goods located within
the borders of this nation.

Anything else is foolish and dan-
gerous.

Williams 
Sleaze Fest

Writing about Assemblyman
Wendell Williams has turned into a
cottage industry in Las Vegas.  In
addition to the usual mainstream
sources, the other weekly free
papers, such as Citylife, Las Vegas
Weekly and the Mercury are feast-
ing on the telling of the many
Williams tales.   Jon Ralston grilled
Williams for two episodes worth of
his Face-to-Face show on Channel
1.  And, no doubt, there’s more to
come. Mr. Williams is the odds-on
favorite for media Man of the Year. 

Williams is a guy who clearly
pushes the boundaries of what a rea-
sonable person might consider the
truth.  Watching him on Face-to-
Face, you got the feeling that
Williams would have short circuited
a lie detector machine if he had been
hooked up to one during the taping. 
But, was Williams telling the truth
when he told Ralston that he knew
things about what was going on at
the Community College (CCSN)
that most people would find outra-
geous?  Probably.  When Ralston
asked Williams why he wasn’t
divulging his information, he said
that he was prepared to tell all at an
interim education committee meet-
ing on October 16th, but since he
has been relieved of his chairman-
ship by Richard Perkins, he won’t
have the opportunity. 

It’s hard to imagine the scope of
nonsense ongoing at CCSN.  The
school has continually made news

during the past few years for a vari-
ety of questionable activities.  There
are so many transgressions a person
tends to forget them, and chalk them
up to business as usual.  This must
be how all junior colleges are run. 

First of all, the college claims to
have 32,000 students enrolled.  Yet,
a May 16th RJ story indicated that
1,600 students were eligible to par-
ticipate in this years commencement
exercises.  That’s not exactly a rip-
roaring graduation rate.  Of course
the school receives funding based
upon its enrollment, do you suppose
one of those numbers has been
inflated? 

Back in 1999, then CCSN presi-
dent Richard Moore along with
Senator and CCSN employee Ray
Rawson directed the sculpting of
three bronze busts at a cost of over
$100,000.  Dan Bellos, then of
CCSN’s Fine Arts Department, blew
the whistle on the bust-making proj-
ect and was fired.  The featured
busts were of, Kenny Guinn, Bill
Raggio and TV station mogul Jim
Rogers. 
In 2000, it came to light that CCSN,
who is always crying poverty, was
paying the monthly phone bills to
provide Internet access plus loaning
computers and printers to the Latin
Chamber of Commerce, local chap-
ter of the NAACP, and the AARP. 

Prospective CCSN student Zelda
Williams (wife of Wendell) cashed
in for $49,000 because she suppos-
edly heard Mike Meyers use a racial
epithet in August of 2001.  The
$49,000 figure is significant because
it falls just below the $50,000
threshold that would have required
approval of the settlement by the
state Board of Examiners.  In fact,
Tom Ray, lawyer for the state uni-

versity system recommended an
offer of no more than $5,000 to
Williams.  Williams’ husband,
esteemed Assemblyman Wendell is
quoted as saying that he “would
have taken it all the way to court,”
and not settled for the $49,000,
believing that, “any case they had
would have been indefensible in
court.”  Really?  The rumor around
CCSN’s Cheyenne campus is that
Ms. Williams never heard the offen-
sive language but that Mr. Williams’
friend John Cummings repeated it to
her.  But, who cares, its only taxpay-
er money. 

It seems like eons ago, but Dario
Herrera used to be a CCSN recruiter
and associate director of financial
aid.  Although he was cleared of any
ethics violation, a CCSN supervisor
of facilities was videotaped in 1998
with three of Herrera’s campaign
workers moving Herrera campaign
signs with a U-Haul truck being
rented by the college. 

A year ago, CCSN had to fire
McTheron Jones, who taught study
skills (that’s a class?) at the college,
because Jones didn’t have a college
degree. 

An audit in 2002 revealed that
CCSN paid $60,000 to Bob
Campbell and $120,000 to Laxalt
Associates for public relations.  I
guess image fixing costs money. 

The attorney general’s office
released a report in 2001 that found
numerous violations of policy at
CCSN in addition to possible crimi-
nal actions.  According to a March
25, 2001 RJ editorial, “the college
skirted the competitive bidding
process while awarding $1 million
in construction contracts; funded
union apprenticeship programs
through inflated enrollment figures;

bypassed competitive hiring proce-
dures; and awarded bonuses with lit-
tle or no oversight by the Board of
Regents.” 

A well-run, highly respected
institution of higher learning like
CCSN, attracts talented individuals
like Mark “intern hit-man”
Manendo and Chris Giunchigliani
who wanted to join Ray Rawson as
part of the CCSN dream team.
Manendo and Giunchigliani were
hired a year ago, Manendo as a
recruiter and Giunchigliani as direc-
tor of high school and community
relations. 

Regent Mark Alden told the RJ
that, “he does not consider the pair
de facto lobbyists for the communi-
ty college since Giunchigliani has a
reputation for independence and
‘has been real tough with us on
funding.’”  Right, the only people
Chris G. is tough on are taxpayers. 

Ed Vogel reported for the RJ at
the time of the Manendo and
Giunchigliani hiring, “Ethics deci-
sions allow them to continue to
serve and vote on matters affecting
their employers as long as they
announce the potential conflict and
do not personally benefit more than
others in the same positions.” 

So, Rawson, Manendo and
Giunchigliani are presented with a
bill that funnels more taxpayer
money to their employer, CCSN.  Is
there a conflict?  Of course not, they
don’t personally benefit anymore
than others in the same positions.  

We know how they voted. 
You are picking up the tab for

these (and many other) shenanigans.
It takes your breath away doesn’t it?

Market Timing 
Is NOT A Bad Thing

The recent criminal fiasco in the mutual fund
industry is being used by Wall Street to persuade
investors that market timing is a bad thing. The
late trading by Janus, Bank America and several
other well known mutual funds is falsely being
called market timing.

Wall Street, better known as Maul Street to
most investors, does not want to you to find out
about market timing. The reason is very simple. If
you learn to sell you might take your funds and
do something intelligent with them.

First let’s understand what market timing is.
Very simply it is a proven method that gives sig-
nals to buy and another signal to sell. Many of
these methods are associated with stocks and
mutual funds yet there are those that signal over-
all market conditions. We are on the verge of
another sell signal for the general market and sev-
eral market timers have already given those sig-
nals to sell. 

There are many excellent systems and they all
beat the Wall Street lie of Buy and Hold. The key
to all market profits is selling not buying.

The criminal acts of the mutual funds had
nothing to do with this method. The hedge fund
managers knew the stock holdings of the mutual
funds in question and AFTER the market closed

companies would make announcements of their
earnings, new products approved by the FDA,
legal actions, etc. that would definitely impact
upon the stock price the NEXTday. If it was good
news the fund would allow big money players to
place their orders after all official trading
stopped. 

That’s 4:00PM New York time.
The fund price might be $20 per share, but

depending upon the amount of stock in their port-
folio it might make the settlement price the next
day as much as 5% higher.  That doesn’t seem
like much, but if you had shown a purchase of 10
million dollars on the close that day and sold it
out the next day you would have a profit of
$500,000. That is money removed from the fund
that belongs to the shareholders. This is NOTtim-
ing. 

This is fraud and the parties should not only
repay all those stolen monies to the fund, but
should also see jail time and be banned from the
industry for life.

If you want to find out more about market
timing type in ‘market timing’on your computer
and do a search. There are scores of them, but you
must do your due diligence to be sure that what
they are telling you is true. Always ask for refer-
ences. 

Make them prove what they say. Don’t both-
er to ask your broker as he will tell you the Wall
Street lie that it doesn’t work.

Because of the precarious nature of this mar-
ket I encourage you to look into this NOW.

A broad federal review of the
nation’s gun control laws—includ-
ing mandatory waiting periods and
bans on certain types of guns—has
found no proof they reduce firearm
violence.

The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) said
its report suggests that more study
is needed, not that gun laws do not
work. But the agency said it has no
plans to spend more money on
firearms study, The Washington
Post reported.

The CDC task force reviewed
51 studies looking at whether sev-
eral types of gun laws prevent vio-
lent crimes, suicides or accidents,
according to The Atlanta Journal-
Constitution (AJ-C). The laws
include: bans on specific firearms;
restrictions on firearms acquisition;
waiting periods; mandatory regis-
tration and licensing; concealed

firearms regulations; child-access
prevention measures, and “zero tol-
erance” for guns in schools.

The task force, claiming most
of the studies are contradictory,
incomplete or poorly designed,
found “insufficient evidence to
determine the effectiveness of any
of the firearms laws” and called for
more research.

The task force is composed of
14 academic, business and govern-
ment health experts. Other reports
by the group have looked at tobac-
co use, physical activity and oral
health.

Gun ownership advocates, who
successfully lobbied Congress to
forbid the CDC from funding stud-
ies that promote gun control,
applauded the new report. The
restriction began in 1997.

“It’ s certainly a quantum leap
in the right direction,” said Dr.
Edgar Suter of California, chair-
man of Doctors for Integrity in
Policy Research, created in

response to CDC-funded gun stud-
ies. “It has been as plain as the nose
on my face that disarming innocent
victims is not a policy that saves
lives,” he said, according to the AJ-
C.

Gun control supporters noted
the CDC said the studies were
inconclusive, not that firearm laws
don’t work. They also said the very
research necessary to settle the
issue is undermined by the restric-
tions Congress has placed on the
CDC.
CDC money for gun studies
dropped from $2.6 million in 1995
to $400,000 last year. The Atlanta-
based agency funded seven of the
51 studies reviewed.

Dr. Arthur Kellermann, chair-
man of Emory University’s
Department of Emergency
Medicine, conducted some of the
studies that triggered debate in the
1990s over whether the CDC
should tackle injuries—especially
gun violence—as part of its public

health mission. His studies were
cited as examples of “junk science”
designed to promote gun control.

The new CDC report does not
contradict his findings, Kellermann
said, according to the AJ-C. His
research looked at the risks and
benefits of having guns at home,
not at firearm laws, he said.

Suter said the CDC needs to
further study the pros of keeping
guns not just cons. “The real bene-
fit of defensive firearm use is the
lives that are saved, injuries that
are prevented, property that is
saved and medical costs that are
eliminated,” he said.

The Post reported that firearms
were the second leading cause of
injury deaths, killing 28,663 people
in 2000, the most recent year for
which data are available. Almost
60% of those deaths were suicides.
Fatal gun accidents accounted for
about 775 people.
